The Teacher in Residence (TIR) Programs allow students who already hold a bachelor's degree
to receive employment in a classroom while simultaneously completing their education
coursework toward certification. The Post Baccalaureate Teacher in Residence Programs are
approved by the Arizona Department of Education and utilizes the Alternative Teaching
Certificate.

Students in the Special Education program are preparing to teach children from kindergarten
through 12th grade. This program requires in-person field experiences and a student teaching
experience in a K-12, special education setting.

Prior to enrolling, students must be recommended by a school district for employment, as a
contracted K-12 special education teacher, and provide a current IVP fingerprint card.
